Series History — Last 5 Seasons: TAMPA BAY is 1-1 ATS (2-0 SU) vs. GREEN BAY (1-0 ATS, 1-0 SU at home.)

Game Breakdown: As former rivals of the NFC Central Division, games between the Packers & Buccaneers were called “The Battle of the Bays”. Since
separating, the teams continue to meet regularly, including a year ago in Tampa when the hosts won 30-21. The Bucs are still looking for their first win of '09 and
haven't played since their 35-7 setback in London to the Patriots. They have lost five straight games at home, both SU & ATS, being outscored by 13.6 PPG. Still,
this is a dangerous spot for the Packers, coming off the emotional loss vs. the Vikings while potentially looking ahead to a showdown with Dallas. Mike McCarthy’s
team is 18-6 ATS on the road in his tenure, including 6-2 ATS as a favorite. However, Green Bay is just 1-6 SU & 2-5 ATS in its L7 trips to Tampa.

Series History — Last 5 Seasons: CHICAGO is 0-1 ATS (1-0 SU) vs. ARIZONA (0-0 ATS, 0-0 SU at home.)

Game Breakdown: Two teams trying to keep pace in the NFC playoff picture will get together in a Week 9 matchup when Chicago hosts Arizona. The Bears are
off a 30-6 win over Cleveland, a 6th straight win at Soldier Field (5-1 ATS), and an important rebound from the 45-10 smacking they took at Cincy the week before.
Here, they'll be looking to extend a 2-game SU & ATS winning streak by home teams in this head-to-head series. In the last four meetings, Chicago leads 3-1 SU
but trails 1-3 ATS. The Cardinals had their 3-game winning streak snapped by Carolina last week at home but have played very well on the road this season,
going 3-0 SU & ATS while outscoring opponents by 15 PPG. Overall, Arizona has covered five straight games away from home, and five straight as an underdog.

Series History — Last 5 Seasons: NEW ENGLAND is 5-5 ATS (6-4 SU) vs. MIAMI (2-3 ATS, 3-2 SU at home.)

Game Breakdown: The Patriots are starting to strike fear into opponents and oddsmakers once again, and wins of 35-7 & 59-0 in a two-week span tend to do
that. Reestablishing a dominant home field advantage also helps, as they are 5-0 SU & 4-1 ATS in their L5 home games with an average win of 24.4 PPG. They
have had two weeks to bask in the limelight of a satisfying win in London over the Bucs, but need to get back to business here against division rival Miami. New
England has won & covered five straight games as a post-bye week favorite, but has lost both of its divisional games ATS this season. They are 6-3 SU & ATS
hosting Miami since '00. The Dolphins are 3-4 after winning in New York last week. They are 4-0 SU & ATS on the divisional road under HC Tony Sparano.

Series History — Last 5 Seasons: NEW ORLEANS is 4-5 ATS (3-7 SU) vs. CAROLINA (0-4 ATS, 0-5 SU at home.)

Game Breakdown: New Orleans wraps up a 2-game divisional homestand when it hosts Carolina. The Saints will ook to turn the tide on what has been a run of
dominance by the Panthers in the H2h series in New Orleans. In fact, Carolina owns a 7-1 SU & 7-0-1 ATS record in its L8 trips to Bourbon Street. Expanding on
that, road teams have gone 11-4 SU & 13-1-1 ATS overall in the L15 series meetings. That might be all that HC John Fox’s team has going as a double-digit dog,
since these teams have gone in different directions since their regular season ending meeting in January. Since then the Panthers have gone just 3-5 SU & ATS,
while the Saints had yet to lose heading into their MNF game vs. Atlanta. They are 2-6 ATS in the second of back-to-back home games under Sean Payton.

Series History — Last 5 Seasons: SEATTLE is 0-1 ATS (1-0 SU) vs. DETROIT (0-0 ATS, 0-0 SU at home.)

Game Breakdown: A week after handing the Rams their first win in 17 games, the Lions will hit the road as double-digit opening line underdogs to a 2-5 Seattle
team. Detroit has not won a road game since October 28th of 2007, a span of 15 games, in which it has compiled a 6-9 ATS mark while being outscored by 16.1
PPG. They are also just 2-9 ATS in their L11 games coming off a spread victory, and 4-13 ATS in their L17 road games traveling out to NFC West spots. Four
losses seems to be a magic number though, as Detroit is 6-0 ATS coming into a game on a 4-game skid. Seattle has been Jekyll & Hyde this season, winning two
games via the shutout, while dropping four others by double-digit margins. As home chalk, the Seahawks are on a 10-3-1 ATS run over the last three seasons.

Game Breakdown: San Francisco returns home for the first time since October 11th when it hosts Tennessee in an inter-conference clash. A lot has changed
since that date for the 49ers, as they have lost three straight games to fall to 3-4. Still, three of their next four are at home, where they are 5-1 SU & 4-1-1 ATS
under Mike Singletary, so this team could rebound quickly. Singletary couldn’t ask for a better game to jumpstart his club, as the Titans have just one win in 09.
They have been particularly bad on the road, going 0-4 SU & 1-3 ATS while being outscored by an 11.0-33.2 margin. Tennessee is 31-14 ATS vs. NFC foes
under Jeff Fisher, including 5-1 SU & ATS in its L6 on the road, but hasn’t visited San Francisco in 10 years, a 24-22 49ers win and cover.

Game Breakdown: Two of the preseason favorites in their respective conferences get together when the Giants host the Chargers. Neither team has lived up to
advanced billing, as both is looking up in the standings in their own divisions, much less conferences. San Diego is 4-3 after beating Oakland, but faces a pair of
NFC East powers then a trip to Denver. They are 1-3 SU & ATS on the road vs. NFC foes under Norv Turner. The Giants have lost three straight games for the
first time since ‘06, and are 0-5 ATS in their L5 pre-bye week games vs. AFC foes. This starts a stretch of four home games in five contests and they 22-9 ATS
under Tom Coughlin vs. good offenses gaining >=5.65 yards per play. New York is 4-1 SU & ATS in its L5 games hosting the AFC.

Game Breakdown: With the NFC East lead on the line, Dallas and Philadelphia square off in their first of two late season matchups. Round 1 is in Philadelphia,
where the Eagles own an 8-2 SU & 6-3-1 ATS record vs. the Cowboys since '99. Seven of those L8 games have gone OVER the total, with Philadelphia having
averaged 31.4 PPG. HC Andy Reid’s team is off a big win over the Giants, and boasts a 9-3 ATS record in its L12 home games. They are also 27-15 ATS in
November in his tenure. For the Cowboys, also 5-2 after beating Seattle, success has paralleled the ability to throw the footballl, as they are 0-6 ATS under Wade
Phillips vs. good defensive units allowing 5.7 PYA or fewer. Philly yields 5.5. Dallas is also just 6-15-1 ATS in its L22 divisional games, 3-7-1 on the road.

Series History — Last 5 Seasons: DENVER is 2-1 ATS (2-1 SU) vs. PITTSBURGH (1-1 ATS, 1-1 SU at home.)
Game Breakdown: AFC powers collide in what figures to be one of the better Monday night games of ‘09. Defending champion Pittsburgh comes off its bye week
at 5-2, looking to extend a run of 8-3 ATS by underdogs in its L11 post-bye week games. The Steelers have won four in a row, but still own just a 2-5 ATS mark,
so could be considered underachieving by some. They are 0-3 ATS on the road and have now dropped five straight games against the number away from home.
It won’t be easy to stop that skid, as Denver is a perfect 3-0 SU & ATS at home, having outscored opponents by a 21.3-11.0 margin. The Broncos come off their
first loss though, against another AFC North foe, the Ravens. In this H2h series, dogs have covered four straight and six of the L7 meetings have gone OVER.
